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A social story is a short story written in a specific style and format.  They are used to support the development of social skills and social understanding (particularly for autistic children and young people).  Social stories are used to help a child understand a small part of their social world and how to function appropriately within it.  Each story provides a child with clear, accurate information about what is happening in a specific social situation; outlining why it is happening and what a typical response might be, or what people do, why they do it, and what the common responses are.   The story describes what is obvious to most of us but not obvious to those with impaired social understanding.  The stories are written with the individual child’s needs in mind. 

The objective of a social story is to share information that will help a child understand a particular situation; they should not to be used as ‘bossy’ rule books.
The goal of each story should be to teach social understanding, not rote compliance; to describe rather than direct.
Social stories can be used to:-
· Provide positive feedback to a child so that they can recognise their own appropriate skills and responses (in an affirming style).
· To support the development of self-care skills (e.g. why/how we clean your teeth, get dressed etc.)
· To prepare a child for a new experience.
· To help a child customise themselves to a new situation and to give information about appropriate responses within the particular scenario.
· To help prevent extreme responses that may be triggered by a lack of social understanding.

The writing of a social story should be suited to match the language and vocabulary levels of the child in mind.  The story should be written in the first person and present or future tense and should contain one aspect or step per page.

HMRC: Coronavirus Job Retention Scheme – flexible furloughing starts from 1 July
[bookmark: _GoBack]This is a reminder that you can start to flexibly furlough eligible employees from 1‌‌‌ ‌July onwards.
From 1‌‌‌ ‌July, you can claim a more flexible grant for any employee you have previously received a CJRS grant for, and who now returns to work on reduced hours. You can also continue to claim for employees who stay fully furloughed.
You can find guidance on eligibility and how to claim for flexibly furloughed employees by searching for 'Coronavirus Job Retention Scheme' on GOV‌‌‌.UK.
What you need to do next
1. claim for periods ending on or before 30‌‌‌ ‌June, by 31‌‌‌ ‌J‌ul‌y – this is the last date you can make those claims 
1. agree the hours and shift patterns that you want your employees to work from 1‌‌‌ ‌July
1. pay your employees' wages for the time they’re in work and apply for a job retention scheme grant to cover the remainder of their usual hours for which they are still furloughed
1. claim for further furlough periods as needed – the first time you will be able to make a claim for days in July will be 1‌‌‌ ‌July.

What to do if you have overclaimed
Some employers have contacted us to let us know that they have claimed too much. If this applies to you, then all you need to do is tell us when you next claim so you can pay it back. You will be asked when making your claim whether you need to adjust the amount to take account of a previous error. Your new claim amount will be reduced to reflect this. You do not need to take any other action but should keep a record of this adjustment for six years.
If you’ve made an error in a previous claim but do not plan to submit further claims, you need to contact us to let us know, so that we can tell you how to repay the money.
Claiming for 100 or more employees? 
Please use our new template to claim for periods starting on or after 1‌‌‌ ‌July to ensure your claim is processed quickly and successfully.
You can find this template by searching 'download a template if you're claiming for 100 or more employees through the Coronavirus Job Retention Scheme' on GOV‌‌‌.UK.
Updated guidance on military reservists
Our guidance now confirms you can furlough an employee who is a military reservist returning to work following a period of mobilisation ending after 10‌‌‌ ‌June – even if they haven’t been furloughed before. Search for 'Coronavirus Job Retention Scheme' on GOV‌‌‌.UK to find out more.
Paying your employer National Insurance Contributions (NICs) and pension contributions
A condition of the CJRS grant is that you pay the related PAYE tax, NICs and pension contributions due on wages. Until 31‌‌‌ ‌July you can continue to claim these for the hours the employee is on furlough. From 1‌‌‌ ‌August employers will no longer be able to claim for NICs and pension contributions.
If you think you may struggle to pay your PAYE tax and/or NICs from August, please contact us as soon as possible, before we start action to recover the unpaid debt. We may be able to give you time to pay.
