Thank you for taking the time to provide Counter Terrorism Policing South East with information and data that will inform your Counter Terrorism Local Profile (CTLP). 

Please find the following guidance and themes to consider when completing the questionnaire.
The overriding message when completing the questionnaire is to think as broadly as possible.  Whilst this may sound generic, it is important to think beyond what you may interpret as being relevant to Counter Terrorism (CT).   Under the right circumstances, community tensions, hate crime and Counter Terrorism are interwoven at certain junctures.
General

· Consider narratives such as anti-BLM and misogyny for example - these are often linked to other more mainstream ideologies, and whilst they are not necessarily viewed as a CT issue, they can act as radicalising multipliers. 
When these matters are referenced in conjunction with other narratives and certain conspiracy theories, it can heighten the CT relevance and possible concerns.

· When looking at vulnerabilities, again think as broadly as possible, not just intrinsic but contextual. This is especially relevant to Question 5.
· Consider any knowledge of Prevent referrals in 2022. Have you observed any particular trends?  
· From a Prevent perspective, some individuals are yet to find or define their ideology. We now support these individuals and define their ideology as mixed, unstable and often unclear - concerns around mass casualty incidents and school shootings are amongst the most common interests.  Conversations, online forums and chat groups where such incidents are discussed, are now assessed within the context of a potential Prevent referral in the same manner as information pertaining to Extreme Right Wing or Islamist ideology.   The same can be said for conspiracy theories and emerging trends such as Involuntary Celibates, commonly known as Incels. Please note Incels is safe to research should you require any clarification. 

· Are information sharing protocols a strength or vulnerability in how your organisation works in partnership with other agencies? Once you have identified a risk, or once you have been informed of one, how do you communicate and share it to enable proportionate and appropriate safeguarding measures to be put in place? Do you regularly encounter problems with accessing further information to understand the risk and threat? This may be relevant to Question 7.
· Training: What is the level of Prevent/CT awareness in your organisation? Are your staff confident in recognising signs and triggers of concern? Do they know the correct referral pathway process? Do you have the necessary tools to assist in keeping staff up to date and current in their knowledge? Is there a vulnerability in your organisation due to lack of understanding around Prevent and CT related matters? Again, this may be relevant to your answer for Question 7.
Communities and Local Questions
· Are you aware of any activity or issues that could heighten community tensions be it; online, stickering or leafletting? For example, opposing political decisions such as: the withdrawal of forces from Afghanistan; Brexit; the cost of living; immigration; Covid Vaccinations and restrictions; resettlement programmes etc
All these issues can heighten community tensions, and therefore have the potential to become CT relevant. This is relevant to Question 10.
· Have you witnessed any opposition to religious festivals or celebrations that may have contributed to heightened community tensions? Can you think of any localised issues that had the potential to escalate?  This is relevant to Question 10.
· Was your organisation aware of, or affected by, the activities of local protest groups?  Did you receive information suggesting that the public were in support?  This is relevant to Question 10.
· Has your area and/or organisation witnessed any Anti-immigration or asylum protests? Equally, has there been evidence of public support for these programmes? Are you aware of any related comments that have been posted on social media or news feeds for example? This is relevant to Question 10.
· Hate crime(s) can be driven by individuals and groups that would fall within the CT remit. Consider any incidents or trends that may be of significance. If possible, please provide any hate crime data. Note that the CT Analysts will have access to Police Force Crime statistics. Hate crime should be considered for Questions 1, 4, 5, 10, 11 and 12. 
· Please highlight any awareness of graffiti that may link to an ideology or associated group. Where was this located? Do you have any images? Did the graffiti target a specific community or event? 
· Has your organisation seen an increase in internet misuse? It may not have triggered a Prevent referral, or resulted in formal action, however search history or online activity may evidence a wider trend. This may be especially relevant for educational establishments. 
· Have you been made aware of any incidents where local political figures, including MPs and councillors, have been in receipt of threatening communications?  Has this been linked to a local community issue, or related to a national theme?
