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Admission key dates 2022

« All offers are notified to parents and schools on national the offer days below:
*Secondary schools - 1st March 2022 (have 6 prefrences)

*Primary schools - 16th April 2022 (have 3 preferences)

* Parents have 15 days to respond to accept or decline a place

*Schools and SBC to chase and ensure they hvae accpeted place and made provison for child next stage of
education

*Secondary: SBC Admissions will issue a second list to all schools on 8th April 2022
*Primary: SBC Admissions will issue a second list, where applicable on 20th May 2022

* This will be a near final list with a few descrepancies where ongoing appeals etc and shifts on waiting lists
etc.

*Secondary: SBC Admissions will issue a third list to all secondary schools in w/c 9 May 2022
*Primary: SBC Admissions will issue a third list to primary schools in w/c 20 June 2022
* This is the final list with some possible late allocations.

 Transition day - Tuesday 5th July 2022 - This day can be used as an induction day for children who will
be attending the onward destinaton school in September 2022. this day can also be used for feeder schools
to share and discuss cases with onward destination schools., verbally confirming any needs of children with
Designated Teacher (DT), Designiated Safeguardig Lead (DSL), SENCO.

+1st school day of the autumn term (September 2022) to transfer the Common Transfer File (CTF) via
the School 2 School(S2S) system to onward destination. Conversations between schools can take place
prior to the official transfer of CTF.

+Child Protection and Safeguarding must be shared within 5 working days from date child/youg
person has started at new destination (September 2022) securely either online and/or phyiscally
for paper files and receipt obtained.
